2. Declaration of Interest: None
3. Minutes.   The minutes of the meeting held in January were approved and signed.  
4. Cllr Mahon report – Red Furlong Farm – Cllr Mahon gave a brief precis of the appeal decisions – basically permission for a “holding pen” lasting 5 years has been given subject to a traffic management report being produced within one month. No external lighting allowed, no traffic through Twyford, no additional fencing. Councillors were asked to read through the document and feedback to Cllr Mahon. There will be an meeting in the Crown on Monday 20th @ 19:30 between members of Twyford Parish Council, prior to a public meeting on Tuesday 21st @ 19:00 in the Crown.

5. Old Shop – RD was absent, an update was provided by RL on his behalf – quotes for planting, paving etc are being sought; council needs to consider what type of boundary should be planted/erected between the site and the pavement and where the access points should be – @ dropped kerbs seems logical. FM said the fencing at the memorial garden in Steeple Claydon was post and rail and looked good. MH suggested raised planters, including the land adjacent to the bus shelter land. A turnstile entry is a possibility, FM suggested a lockable DDR access with the key held in the shop. RS has investigated flagpoles – a maximum height of 4.6m can be erected without planning permission and 2 flags can be flown, with the Union flag having supremacy.

6. HS2/EWR – EWR had a meeting in Calvert; road closure and diversion signage is not being removed in a timely fashion, creating confusion; WA – at a meeting in Quainton he learnt that HS2 will be responsible for building the EWR Aylesbury spur; RL has a meeting on Thursday with Dave Butcher, local engagement manager - DB is confident of sourcing local trees /shrubs for our use – RL to speak to Nod for expertise on what should be planted where. Wildflower seeding also available.

7. Speedwatch – MH has given the clerk and RL the details and progress so far. The clerk will take this on to ensure enough progress is made before the financial year end so the community board funding is not lost.

8. Pavilion refurbishment & recreation ground– water leak and rodent infestation dealt with. AW absent so fencing c/fwd. to next meeting.
9. Burial Ground – Gary Eastman is managing the replacement of the fence between his land and thee burial ground; Ed Flint requested an increase in grass cutting charges to £160 – this was agreed unanimously; the clerk will bring details of the outstanding charges foe the PCC to the next meeting and WA will table at the next PCC meeting on 27/3.

10. Helping Hands voucher scheme – only 1 voucher has been redeemed in Twyford shop and no vouchers have been given to Twyford residents – one approach was turned down, It appears that it is too difficult for people to get through on the telephone to Helping Hands – the intro is 8.5 minutes and most people in need are using PAYG phones, making it too expensive. FM has raised the issue with HH and Angela Macpherson. Steeple Claydon have had 12 applications and distributed £250 out of £500 vouchers. FM and RL are catching up with Hannah from HH and Alice (community board) toward the end of February. Twyford food bank is being used in addition to those at Steeple Claydon and Grendon Underwood.

13. AOB – RS reported on the recent Community Board meeting she attended: Banking centre proposal – a name and premises are currently being looked at; Fit out and signage will take 3-4 months and the proposed opening hours are 9-5; community transport - 4 mini buses available with drivers or drive yourself – volunteer drivers also being sought; buses can be booked through Ashley.Whyte @ Buckinghamshire.gov.uk  - £80 hire per day and 50p per mile charge. Mini buses differ in the amount of passengers they can accommodate; Buckinghamshire council have pushed for EWR to repair 12 roads; there is £49k of 2022-23 funding left; further flood meetings arranged but Twyford is too small to be included in the scope.
