1. Apologies.  Mr A Peers, Mr M Hallam
2. Declaration of Interest: None
3. Minutes.   The minutes of the meeting held in November were approved and signed.  
4. Cllr Mahon report – absent – RL outlined items Cllr Mahon would have raised – Red Furlong Farm – RL/RS attended meeting regarding appeal – decision should be made in about a month; LAT came out with 4 councillors regarding the roads. Questions raised not answered included whether EWR carried out a road survey. RL is submitting a FOI application; proposed new prison – the public enquiry commences tomorrow.
5. Old Shop – RD has been in touch with Katherine Rollason and tweaked the designs. A schedule of activity has been produced. The question was asked whether to do the work via the community or approach contractors. RL said we should start by asking the community. AW said that pictures of QE2 monuments should be taken in other villages to gain ideas. It was suggested having a competition at the school for designs. RD suggested including a flagpole – need to ascertain if this requires planning and RS asked if there could be something relating to Doomsday. It would be good to get it ready for the coronation – turf as opposed to seed would be needed and access to water for regular tending of the turf. A war memorial with names of residents lost in the wars should be included and wildflower planting on a part of the land. RD will provide an outline plan to councillors before the next meeting

6. HS2/EWR – RS reported that Dave Butcher had visited Twyford. There are drop-in meetings being held during February in Steeple Claydon, Calvert Green and Twyford where there will be information on the IMD. Traffic light issues must be reported via the helpline in order to be logged and get action. Using the “what 3 words” facility enables the location to be accurately identified – these can be looked up via the UK find reference finder. A schedule 17 is being brought out soon with planting schedules. CALM meeting – TfB are doing temporary road repairs and permanent repairs will be carried out 3rd/4th quarter. Noise/vibration monitoring equipment is being installed and RS has asked for the church to be included.

7. Speedwatch – MH absent – RL/clerk will look at progressing so that the Community Funding is not lost and have asked MH for the information needed to do this.

8. Pavilion refurbishment & recreation ground– there has been a flood in the pavilion caused by burst pipes, this has now been fixed.
