Action
1. Apologies – Mr A Wood, Mr A Peers, Cllr F Mahon
2. Declaration of Interests – None
3. Minutes - the minutes of the June meeting were approved and signed. 

4. Cllr Mahon report – absent. RL guided the meeting to an email sent by Cllr Mahon regarding Buckinghamshire Council.
5. Old shop RD – concrete has been poured into the trench and a builder has been appointed to build a 9-inch brick wall on 31st July at a cost of £4,550. Materials will be delivered to site 28th/29th. Water is available via an outside standpipe and RD will ensure there is access to the committee room to get access to electricity. Brenna at EKFB is co-ordinating the post and rail fence. Clerk to continue trying to contact Olivia Stapleford re the height and distance from road requirements. RL will give the clerk the contact number/name for the bench supplier so she can negotiate a deal – RD to confirm to clerk how many benches are required.

6. EWR/HS2 RS – Charndon bridge is having brickwork repairs done – there will be traffic lights on the bridge for 5 days. Drivers are urged not to “jump” red lights as it causes the system to fail, and other drivers get stuck on a continuous red light. Despite concerns raised, EKFB insist the bridge is safe. EWR are holding rail safety classes – RL to speak to the school? HS2 are holding a mobile centre at Calvert – date to be confirmed. There are minibus trips around the construction sites where the line path can be seen – these are on 18/7, 20/7, 16/8 and 14/9. Places are limited and anyone wishing to join needs to contact Ashton Gilbert ashton.gilbert@ekfb.com 07436544692. Some tours cover the EWR, hs2, cross over, the IMD (maintenance depot) and some the bat bridge. These are open to everyone including the general public. Anyone going on a tour has to advise EKFB what size they are and what size boot. Hi-Viz hat and boots have to be worn and will be given out at the West Street Depot where the minibus leaves from. RS spoke to Lisa Laslow, dance school owner, who said EKFB were helping out with the ballet at Claydon House. Towsie festival 25th-28th August – access still uncertain due to the road closures and lack of clarity as to when and for how long roads will be shut for. Buckinghamshire Council have had £93k per year for two years from HS2 to go toward road repairs – they are pushing for more. The build of the bund has commenced.
7. Allotments and Village Hall AP – absent, sent email – most plots at the allotments are being maintained and worked on – the one vacated by Bridget is now overgrown and will need tenants as soon as possible – AP has strimmed around it in the meantime. No updates on Village Hall.
8. Church and Burial Ground WA – absent. RL reminded meeting that there was a clean-up at the church on Friday 14th July 6.30-8pm.
9. Speeding and Roads MH – clerk reported that invites have gone out for volunteers to sign up and take the speed watch test online. Only one completed so far so will get Steph North to send chaser in case emails have gone to junk, as one recipient had reported this to be an issue. Clerk will check when to expect the speed survey results – the one up Bicester Road broke early in the process – the clerk will report this. Clerk to order community speed watch signs.
