3. Minutes - the minutes of the June meeting were approved and signed.
4. Update from Cllr Fealey 
· Local insight – North Bucks Community Board- chair Frank Mahon, vice-chair Patrick Fealey. PF is also chair of the planning committee.  PF will pick up why planning notices are not automatically sent to the clerk as these seem to be intermittent. RS requested an organisation structure for Buckinghamshire Council – in particular roads.
· Elections – All PC’s in our area were uncontested and in a lot of cases are short of their maximum number of councillors  PF is encouraging recruitment.
· LAT – Simon Scullion has taken over from Alison Poland
· Rosehill solar farm – this will not go to government for a decision until 2026. Battery storage system at East Claydon was turned down for planning, has gone to appeal.
· Prison – MOJ has obtained outline planning, soil tests in progress, full application will be submitted 2026.
· RS raised question of EWR compensation owing to farmers – PF advised to write to Greg Smith MP. AW asked if PF could organise a meeting with Chris James – RS is seeing him Wednesday so AW will attend.
5. ‘Old Shop’ site landscaping project - RD
· 1 cut since last meeting, hot weather negated need to any further cuts.
· Hedging between land adjacent to bus shelter and the garden has been trimmed and berries removed in case they are toxic
· War memorial plaque – on 26x20 backing board, bronze with letters in relief, £2,621. List of names received from Stuart Woodward, need to check what the numbers next to each name represent. All agreed to go ahead.
· Doomsday plaque – RD needs guidance on size – RS will advise after getting dimensions and picture of the one at Preston Bissett
