1. Apologies – Mr M Hallam
2. Declaration of Interests – None
3. Minutes - the minutes of the May meeting were approved and signed. 

4. Cllr Mahon report – FM reported back on his findings regarding 20mph speed restrictions. The Oxfordshire policy requires an assessment, supported by the police and locally elected Buckinghamshire Council members. Visible residential frontage, lack of footpaths and cycle routes are some of the criteria that provide a case for the restriction. Buckinghamshire policy is different – the request would have to go to consultation at the cost of the Parish Council and is unlikely to succeed due to Bucks policy – another PC within Bucks spent £15k on a consultation and the request for 20mph speed restriction was subsequently refused. Request for “No HS2” signage at each end of the village – Chris James is aware that HGV’s are driving through the village, a request for the signs has been submitted to Bucks transport. RL mentioned that now the new boundaries have been set, Twyford may look again at incorporating Poundon into Twyford PC – FM said the first step would be to gauge support from Poundon residents – perhaps through a public meeting.

5. Old shop RD – trench has been dug for footings, hedging along boundary with CH land tidied and bark laid. AP will chase up Jamie Dilly for bricklaying quote – the advice from Bruce Steele-Tyson is to build a red brick wall. Concrete needs to be poured 17/6 or 1/7 – RD will organise and AP, MB and WA are available to assist. Plan to plant in Autumn with a view to open garden in Spring. Clerk to email planning re the permissible height of the post and rail fence fronting the footpath – FM recommended speaking to Olivia Stapleford, Head of Enforcement.

6. EWR/HS2 RS – no update on EWR. HS2 – RS wrote to Darren Eggleton regarding HGV’s through village – if the load is not abnormal, police cannot enforce. HS2 are continuing their tours – upcoming dates 20/6, 18/7 and 15/8. There have been reports of youths accessing construction sites. Working hours are changing – 7am to 7pm Mon-Fri and 7am to 5pm weekends with an informal agreement it would not be on cricket match days. The plans and dimensions for the bund have been released – these are on the PC website. RS asked FM who had replaced Jonathan Robert, our former LAT – FM suggested contacting Alison Poland who is the Steeple Claydon LAT.
