Action
1. Apologies – Cllr F Mahon (Buckinghamshire Council)
2. Declaration of Interests – None
3. Minutes - the minutes of the May meeting were approved and signed. 

4. Cllr Mahon report – Absent

5. Old shop RD – completion of project expected to cost in the region of £6k - £8k. Proposed date to install anchorage for benches Sat 6/7. Paving can then be done. At present costing £35 for each cut and strim. Working party for bench anchorage includes AP, RD – liaise with others for availability RD
6. EWR/HS2 RS – EWR - EWR – CALM meeting cancelled last week due to forthcoming General Election. EWR meeting went ahead chaired by Susan Browning. Jenny Godliman noted that wild flowers were planted at the Launton Bridge but the Dog Daisies have now been cut down – EWR believe this was done by Oxon council. RL has written to Martin Tett regarding putting pressure on HS2 to provide mobile phone masts. 
7. Allotments and Village Hall AP – one allotment has become available. Some plots have had a lot of work carried out, others less so – the clerk is going to chase up allotment holders where no work appears to have been undertaken recently.

8. Church and Burial Ground WA – grass cutting is good and everything looks much tidier. Extension to the burial ground – when the 17.5m of land was purchased, planning was sought and granted on 10m – there is a question on the fencing of this as a new water tank has been installed, presumably at the behest of O & H but on the land belonging to the PC. If the remainder were to be fenced this would mean further maintenance costs.
9. Roads and Speeding – all registration packs have been sent out to those people who registered and interest in volunteering to do Speed watch. Steve McGregor and RL met with the LAT in Twyford regarding flooding. The issue outside the shop was discussed, which got worse when the new mains were installed on Portway Road. Bucks will clear the area and ditch on the opposite side of the road to assist drainage. Blue lines on roads indicate water company responsibility – the LAT will try and find out the intentions of Anglian Water. Other drains are being managed by Jonathan Roberts. The Crested Newt survey should be taking place this week.
10. Recreation Ground – AW – EKFB have not been forthcoming so far on requests to assist in the recreation ground fencing. RL will have one more go and let AW know as he has another contractor coming in to look.

11. Planning Applications –2, circulated.
12. Correspondence – mobile signal/masts correspondence between RL and Bucks
13. AOB – RD getting mower collected from FMc and due to no suitable area around village hall to store, he will get it serviced and store at his house.
