2. Declaration of Interest: None
3. Minutes.   The minutes of the meeting held in February were approved and signed.  
4. Cllr Mahon report – Red Furlong Farm – Cllr Mahon reported that Flannery have sub mitted the site management plan within the deadline. Planning now have 90 days to decide if it is acceptable.  Transport for Bucks – changing to Buckinghamshire Highways; Balfour Beatty and Atkins are taking over road maintenance from Ringway Jacobs; there will be an online briefing for PC’s towards the end of the month – FM will forward communications received so far as Twyford did not appear to be on the circulation.

5. Old Shop site– RD - aiming to be ready for the Coronation weekend. There are numerous shrubs/trees coming from EKFB, some of which can be utilised on the site – delivery date not known as yet; the provision of 2-3 feet fruit trees has been put out to tender; 
post and rail fencing has been obtained by RL and this can be used for the boundary; Richard Hawker has been asked to quote for the wall between the site and Felgeris – RL will also get a second quote from DJT builders. Weed growth will need cutting back in readiness to treat prior to turf laying – Ed Flint should be approached; a watering point will be required; turf quoted at £1,400 supply and laid; a program of works needs drawing up to identify labour needs – TWYGS initially offered help; spring bulbs need to be purchased; Nod is assisting with the incoming trees/shrubs; block paving will be laid by Dave Jellis-Jones; sleepers to be sourced from Steve McGregor; RL has sourced benches from David Ogilvie - £6-9k for 6 benches.

6. HS2/EWR – RS - EWR is stalled whilst awaiting EKFB to finish their tasks; Addison Road and West Street are both going to be closed from 1st April for 4 weeks; there is an open meeting at Calvert Green on Wednesday giving information on the bat tunnel from 3pm to 7pm; MP Greg Smith has said he will ask Merriman to come and tell us what the cost of the proposed delays are for HS2 and what effect these may have on the promised mitigation.

7. Speedwatch – the clerk reported that progress has been made and equipment ordered, with the invoice now lodged at Buckinghamshire for all bar the speed survey, which the Community Board have agreed to hold over to the new financial year as we have not yet had a reply regarding this. Plan is to start practical training in May – volunteers have to successfully complete a course online first – the clerk is communicating with Steph North regarding this

8. Helping Hands – RL and FM had a meeting with Hannah from HH. Feedback regarding the “local shop” voucher scheme: Twyford - none; Calvert Green 4; Steeple Claydon 11, of which 5 qualified. It was agreed that details of the scheme should be put on the front of the larder to increase awareness; HH have reduced the lead time on calls down to 2 minutes which should help those applying using PAYG mobiles. Due to the split of uptake, it was agreed that Twyford would give their £200 CB funding to Steeple Claydon. FM to ask SC clerk to send bank details to Twyford clerk. It was suggested that the coffee morning in the Chapel on 1st April should be used to promote the scheme – Hannah happy to attend such events to promote;
