Minutes of meeting held on the 13th of May 2024

Action
1. Apologies – Mr M Hallam
2. Declaration of Interests – RD regarding invoice for old shop work
3. Minutes - the minutes of the April meeting were approved and signed. 

4. Cllr Mahon report – FM circulated an annual report by email to councillors prior to the meeting. Funding has been approved for HS2 to repair Gawcott Road, once in writing FM will forward to the clerk. Another £2.4M Helping Hands funding has been approved for Bucks. Clerk to let FM know when the £200 from Steeple Claydon PC has been received by Twyford PC. Twyford can apply to HH for a further grant if required. FM would like local PC’s support for East and Botolph Claydon regarding the fact that originally Rosefield Sloar Farm and BESS battery farm would not need to increase the size of the substation in East Claydon, and they have now said they do need to do this and more land take will be involved (Verney land). FM suggests a letter of support to Peter Wright cc FM and Angela McPherson, perhaps send PC representative to meeting being held with the National Grid. RL felt it was better to await the outcome of the meeting. At the last full council meeting of Buckinghamshire council, FM asked Steve Broadbent about the fact that road repairs changed from a lump sum fixed price to schedule 1 rate for road repairs – since this happened, why are only some holes fixed in an area when contractors go out to do them – it must cost more money to return and do those previously left. Why can’t they all be done in the same visit. SB said there was no process in place to deal with this.
LAT’s mark up holes to be repaired – no mark, no repair – this even though smaller unmarked holes get worse when left and a pre-emptive repair could prevent this. Hole markings also disappear sometimes given the weather conditions by the time the repair team go out to them.

5. Old shop RD – weather has continued to hamper progress. 12/4 first cut and an application of fertiliser, followed by a second cut on 2/5. RD asked if council would agree to a weekly cut - Callum Coll charges £30 / cut and strim. This was approved. Benches - these will need foundation holes dug and filled with postcrete with the anchorage points in place. Need to start thinking about dates for this. After this, the paving can be done. Need a steel lockable hut for the mower and fuel – RD and AP to look at potential position in the corner backing onto the wall. RS – suggested RD should get the fire service to give recommendations.

6. EWR/HS2 RS – EWR - EWR – HS2 are closing numerous roads in the area. FM – Addison Road S/C to Calvert will be closing again for a lengthy period. EWR have done nothing about the flooding under Marsh Gibbon bridge – needs to be brought up at the next CALM meeting. Community Health -RS asked if all the work HS2 etc. are carrying out was putting a strain on them and they confirmed. RS was told CIL/S106 money should be available to e used and asked FM regarding this. FM said developers were going to provide land for a new surgery, but the offer was declined – surgeries are privately owned and would have to stand the build and fit out cost, so no-one was willing to do this. RS should talk to Angela McP as she is in charge of care. Mitigation pot – under threat of being withdrawn in 2026 – RL has emailed Judith Wainwright regarding this and is awaiting a reply – she in turn is awaiting a reply from HS2.

7. Allotments and Village Hall AP – all allotments bar the overgrown one are now tenanted and despite the weather they all appear well tended. Village Hall – an architect has been appointed to come up with 3 options – part demolish and rebuild, full demolish and rebuild or work on the current building. HS2 have shredded tree bark available which is good for keeping weeds down – anyone interested contact Ashton Gilbert or Dave Butcher.
8. Church and Burial Ground WA – lots of work to be done regarding grass cutting and strimming – this has been started – a further cut will be done tomorrow. Ed Flint has been replaced by a new contractor - this was communicated to councillors by email. AW spoke to chair of Marsh Gibbon PC who said Buckinghamshire cut the church graveyard and possibly the cemetery. 
The clerk will find out more details from their clerk.
