Action
1. Apologies – Cllr F Mahon (Buckinghamshire Council)
2. Declaration of Interests – None
3. Minutes - the minutes of the October meeting were approved and signed. 

4. Cllr Mahon report – -absent, sent electronic update – Bridge outside WG Hill resolved, will now be 13 feet; lights removed on bridge between Charndon and Twyford.
5. Old shop RD – Seeded and grass is well established, awaiting first cut. A working party will be needed for a Saturday to install the benches when delivered -estimate 2-3 weeks. AP to ascertain if the benches can be stored temporarily in committee room. Outstanding invoice for Sports & Spaces - clerk will circulate tomorrow for authorisation.

6. EWR/HS2 RS – HS2 drop-in at village hall last week well attended – there is another one next week at Calvert Green. EWR opening Goddington Road from Sow and Piga to Stratton Audley turn 15/11 then the other half will be closed. There has been a push to get EWR to be repaired by EWR but as it is not a designated EWR route, it may be referred to Buckinghamshire council to deal with. Susan Browning was supposed to drive along it to assess the condition. Perry Hill - Gawcott Road reopened and Calvert Bridge Road now closed for 2 years+. Addison Road estimated to reopen January 2024. WA asked if the council were happy about the greening method for the bund – RS said little was known about it bar the fact it will not be trees. A schedule and plan have been requested but not forthcoming yet. WA said we needed to understand who would be responsible for the ongoing maintenance of the bund. AP asked if wild seeding would be self-maintained – RS said it would require a cut once a year. RL said dates regarding footpaths have been published on One Network. RS has asked EWR about providing stone for the shop car park. 
7. Allotments and Village Hall AP – no updates bar that there are still vacant plots despite wider advertisement. RD may know someone interested in a plot – he will direct them to the clerk.

10. Recreation Ground AW – refurbishment is going well, HS2 have paid out the first payment claim. There is further internal decoration required that will require additional funding of £12,000. It was agreed unanimously that the PC would put an application in to Landfill for this additional funding.
11. Rosefield Solar Farm –Last Friday was the end of the consultation period. RL put in a submission on behalf of the PC using data collated by RS -this has been circulated to councillors. RS asked if RL could copy Steve Tyler, Claydon’s action group – WA has his email if RL needs it.

15. Correspondence – TDI Youth club have thanked the PC via email for the fund to purchase the games machine and sent a picture of it in action.
16. AOB – RD requested the clerk to resend password etc for his council email; RS wanted to know if the Doomsday plaque could be erected on the wall between the garden and the Bennetts – RL said there was still a possibility of a war memorial which needs to be taken into account; HS2 are giving “stuff” to the school; EWR are erecting a communication mast and portacabin behind Hills; RL – some residents do not feel part of a community. RL has approached Angela Macpherson who in turn has approached the appropriate people at BC to investigate incorporating Poundon into Twyford PC. This could possibly increase the councillor numbers allowed from 7 to 9.
