4. Cllr F Mahon update 
· FM has been negotiating with construction directors regarding an HS2 road closure on Portway Road – originally scheduled for 2 weeks, FM has negotiated it to one week. (Postscript, the closure ended up being 9 days). Propose diversion under low bridge on Marsh Road – Langston will provide 2 x single decker school buses instead of the usual double decker and HS2 will pay for the additional one. The chicane Road will now remain open until 2026. AP pointed out that the Christmas float would not be able to get through if the road shuts on 3/12 and there is also the Christmas market on 5/12. FM asked the clerk to email this fact after the meeting, and he would see what could be done. (Postscript – FM got the closure delayed until 4/12)
