Minutes of meeting held on the 9th October 2023.
In Twyford Village Hall Committee Room 19:30
Present: Mr R Landells (Chairman), Mr R Donald, Mrs R Sloan, Mr M Hallam, Mr A Peers, Mr A Wood, Mr W Abbott and the clerk, Mrs A Curtis.

Action
1. Apologies – None
2. Declaration of Interests – None
3. Minutes - the minutes of the September meeting were approved and signed. 

4. Cllr Mahon report – Poundon-Twyford road, some repairs carried out. Herds Hill – work very high standard by ERW. Lights are down at White’s bridge, no priority signage though. HS2 Birmingham to Manchester cancelled and Birmingham to London no longer going to Euston – Old Oak Common instead, and total cost could be £180B. Rosefield Solar farm – 1200 acres, not 600. FM suggested “get out clause” – scrap HS2, stop solar farm applications, give farmers land back and use HS2 land for solar farms. He would like the support for this from PC’s. AW – put to Natural England? RL – labour party have set out golden arc for housing. AW – questioned why Charndon bridge has traffic lights – FM – BC thought high level of traffic on bridge due to diversions would make lights necessary – RL/FM take up at CALM meeting. Transport for /bucks 2nd quarter figures on roads will be forthcoming. RL pointed out the statistics are for the whole county. RS – Main Street flooding – she has written regarding this and nothing has happened. Asked FM if owner of Old Post Office could dig up path outside the house to enable tanking from the outside – FM will support.
5. Old shop RD – Area cut, collected, and sprayed with herbicide 26/9, then cultivated with a trash burying cultivator once yellowed. Final levelling, pre-seeding fertiliser application and seeding with amenity grassland lawn mix, together with planting of fruit trees took place 6/10. Bulb planting, fitting of spiral tree guards to the fruit trees, advisory signage on gates regarding newly seeded areas plus tape and pin demarcation between village hall and bus shelter to be done 10/10. 6 x benches being ordered by clerk. AW has 2 bags of post-crete for the fixing of the benches. Paving – discuss at next meeting in more detail.
6. EWR/HS2 RS – EWR have opened Marsh Gibbon Road and shut part of the road to Stratton Audley. HS2 have shut Perry Hill, after this School Hill will be shut leading up to Brackley Lane. The height of the bund is currently 40-50% of final height (final 10m). Bridleway Twyford Mill to Chetwode expected to be closed for 3 years.
7. Allotments and Village Hall AP – a lot of work has been carried out and overgrown areas strimmed. RS will post free plots on Facebook.
8. Church and Burial Ground WA – no update
9. Speeding and Roads MH – Only one person has signed up to the online training to e able to progress speed watch. Potholes have reappeared on Bicester Road outside concrete drive to RD’s and have been reported. Flannery have been loading/unloading on road – 7.45am Friday.
10. Recreation Ground AW – no update
11. Rosefield Solar Farm – WA had meeting with client today  - EDF have a meeting with Greg Smith tomorrow. There was a meeting at Calvert Green last week. WA – new sub station to be built on Verney land. Compensation for tenant farmers – goes to the Verney’s and tenants must go to them. There is a possibility locals could get reductions in their bills. Public meeting being held @ Calvert Green early evening 1/1. Consultation starts Summer 24, submission 2025 with a start date of 2026.
12. Christmas Market – being restricted to School Lane and Church Street 2/12 to coincide with switching on of lights. Enquiry made to light churchyard area – John Rollason involved – speaking to EKFB who have dual fuel large lights.
13. Planning – None
14. Correspondence – TDI Youth club have requested a donation of £260 to purchase a games console. All present agreed.
15. AOB – RD - Tom Deeley farm gate has been left. MH – Sharon is keeping an eye on the food larder. WA – there was a discussion that Martin Whittam’s rose outside the village hall may have been destroyed – later proven incorrect.
