1. Apologies – None
2. Declaration of Interests – None
3. Minutes - the minutes of the July meeting were approved and signed. 

4. Cllr Mahon report – FM will email the clerk the latest figures for the road repairs to circulate to councillors. Claydon Estates have plans to build a 600 acre solar farm and battery storage on land stretching from East Claydon/Botolph Claydon down to Calvert. The application will go direct to the Secretary of State.FM will forward more details when available. Road closures – signs are being left in place after roads have been opened. MH asked when any road repairs would start in Twyford – FM will ask the question, as he has previously. RS asked if anything had progressed on flooding – FM suggested chasing Dave Roberts with a cc to Steve Broadbent and the Atkins employed engineers.

5. Old shop RD – wall and fence have been erected. Dave Jellis-Jones has been approached for paving work. MH suggested a further 2 quotes should be obtained. The plan put forward by Chis Scott was debated – parts of this combined with Kathryns are favoured – it was felt the former had too much paving and some grass needs to be included. AP was concerned that the paving may become a trip hazard over time and RL was concerned about the cost of upkeeping grass. FM will donate an almost new rotary mower for use in the garden and the PC will find volunteers to mow. The clerk needs to source the 6 benches required and let RD have sizes so bases can be prepared. AP will ask Steve Elcock regarding village hall drainage. The trees for the area are becoming pot bound so will need planting at the end of September. The cost to spray, close mow, prepare and seed the identified grass area is £1500.

6. EWR/HS2 RS – EWR are gradually closing all the smaller compounds in the area. HS2 suffered when Buckingham Plant closed – it has now been taken over by Kier. Addison Road now not reopening until late October. RS has had complaints about the noise and dust being created by the bund build.
7. Allotments and Village Hall AP – Callum has cleared and tidied his plot. There are other plots that need attention and there are two vacant plots. FM suggested offering these to Calvert/Steeple Claydon – the clerk will contact Calvert and Charndon clerks initially. Village Hall – they are going to engage an architect.

8. Church and Burial Ground WA – no update
9. Speeding and Roads MH – Roads are in a poor state of repair. RS asked FM if it was worth the public putting in claims for damage to cars caused by the roads. FM said it was – people should also write letters of complaint to Dave Roberts, Steve Broadbent and Angela Macpherson. RS also asked if it was worth getting a petition done, which FM thought was a positive. 20mph speed limit – RS said there had been a case where it has been enforced and a prosecution carried out. FM asked RS to send him details and he would look into as e believes police cannot enforce. Speed survey results – Portway Road was worse the Bicester Road for speeding vehicles. 50-60% of cars were over the limit, 7am-9am and 3pm-6pm being the peak times. The road layout needs looking at. A summary of the results will be circulated with the minutes. MH asked the clerk to check if the speed signs were included with the Speedwatch kit purchased – this will be at the end of the month as the clerk is out of the area until then.
