Minutes of meeting held on the 9th of September 2024

Action
1. Apologies – Cllr F Mahon (Buckinghamshire Council), Mr A Peers
2. Declaration of Interests – None
3. Minutes - the minutes of the July meeting were approved and signed. 

4. Cllr Mahon report – Absent – RL reported on his behalf that there is going to be a webinar on 17/9/24 at 7pm in Steeple Claydon regarding the National Policy Planning framework. The council is required to provide circa 4,100 new homes per annum – 1,000 increase on previous levels. RS said that she had seen a TV program that claimed Buckinghamshire were virtually meeting their housing targets already.
5. Old shop RD – benches have been installed; grass is being maintained. RD spoke to Dave today – no available date to lay paving until week of 23/9/24. Dave expressed some concern as to the bench levels – 1 out of the 4 in the” square” is slightly lower than the other 3 which may mean a slight slope on the paving. RL reported mitigation monies approved amount to £220k, £204k has already been claimed leaving approximately £16k. 
6. EWR/HS2 RS – EWR - EWR – Gawcott Road between Steeple Claydon crossroads and Calvert Green is going to be shut for a long period and when reopened the new approach bridge will be incorporated. A41 Bicester to Aylesbury – they are working on a number of diversions – the A41 the other side of Waddesdon will be a new road. There are spaces on the mud tour available for October. RL reported there is a new sign at the end of School Lane - potentially an opening date of 26/5 for footpath. Maps published are showing footpaths open that are not – RL had a conversation r4egarding this and the maps will be changed. RL had a meeting with the other PC chairs, with Angela Macpherson, Frank Mahon, 2 x EKFB representatives, 2 x HS2 representatives plus Judith Wainwright and her successor also present. HS2 wanted to terminate the mitigation pot at the end of 2026, this will probably be extended to 2030. Apparently, other mitigation pots along the line are circa £3M. Calvert Green has not spent any of their portion yet – until the definitive plans for the ID are published, the are unable to ascertain what will need mitigating. RL has a detailed EKFB document showing ideas for mitigating measure in the Calvert area – he will circulate to the rest of the council.

7. Allotments and Village Hall AP – absent. The clerk gave a brief update on his behalf - there is still one allotment available for rent, and the bark from HS2 is imminent – RS said they required the address – it was agreed the “what three words location should be given to them.

8. Church and Burial Ground WA – the next grass cut will be carried out next week. RL provided the Marsh Gibbon burial fees – these are in line with ours. The clerk will still look to raising the costs slightly as there has been no increase for 6 years. There was a discussion around whether MG pay less to the diocese than Twyford – RS was under this impression – AW believes it is the same.

9. Roads and Speeding – -nothing to update on Speed watch. Nothing has been heard back yet about the HS2 road fund application submitted by the school.
10. Recreation Ground – AW – There was a lot of bad language on Saturday, mostly from the home team - RL spoke to the captain and the referee. Any reoccurrences should e reported to the league.AW needs to know if they are planning on playing cricket next year as this determines the type of fence to be erected. RL said that the cricket club would net any fence erected. Dave JJ has priced up the fencing – circa 1800 materials, 1800 labour. RL is still hopeful of getting materials for nothing from EKFB.  
11. Local cycling and walking infrastructure consultation – this ends 13/10. It includes a proposal for Bucks Greenway but surprisingly HS2 is not on the plans. Councillors to look at outside the meeting.

12. Street lighting – there has been a problem getting suppliers to quote for unmetered supplies. The clerk is still looking into and obtaining the quotes required.

15. AOB – the football club have requested a recycling bin at the recreation ground – the clerk will ask Bucks if there is a cost; Greatmoor landfill meeting 14/10 – any volunteers to attend to let clerk know; Community Board – there are proposals to reduce the number; HS2 can help deliver improved rural mobile signals – the challenge will be to persuade suppliers to use their masts. RL suggested it may be worthwhile running a survey in the village to ascertain the mobile provider most favoured. This may provide the clout needed to move this forward. This was agreed.
