1. Apologies – Mrs R Sloan, Mr R Donald
2. Declaration of Interests – None
3. Minutes - the minutes of the July meeting were approved and signed.
4. Cllr F Mahon update 
· Community Board meeting Grendon Underwood village hall 7pm 25/9 – FM encouraging all PC’s to be represented – clerk advised that R Sloan had been asked to attend
· Calvert Green – Addison Road temporary road now open; Gawcott Road is being tarmacked, should be open 29/9; Steeple Claydon to Twyford Road will close for 6 months.
5. ‘Old Shop’ site landscaping project - RD
· RD absent but sent update via clerk

· Two further cut & collect mowing operations have been carried out. Callum expressed concern about areas of reduced growth and apparent droughting of some areas of the grass - areas seen to be suffering was where the previous buildings foundations had restricted root depth and growth resulting from marginal variations in topsoil depth applied following the demolition of the buildings. Proposed that an autumn fertiliser application is made imminently to enhance the grass growth, vigour and resilience going into the winter months.  
· Positive response from Mary Parrott (TWYGS) regarding their adoption of one of the beds and their suggestion to plant one of the beds by supplying and introducing slow-growing evergreen plants/shrubs providing all year-round interest. 
· Secured prices for the wall mounted memorial plaque and suggested blue circular Doomsday plaque has also been investigated with an enquiry to quote for its production. It was agreed at the meeting that the memorial should have names grouped by conflict. Orders for both should proceed. Discussion around location – AP informed councillors that permission would need to be given by VH committee to attach to any wall of VH. VH has also applied for outline planning which may result in existing building being demolished. AP will take request to VH – the plaques can always be moved. 
· Bill Burkinshaw requested a fruit tree is planted in memorial to his wife Jenny, suggested an ‘espalier Pear tree’ to be planted on the south facing aspect of the new brick wall. AP noted this would spread and negate any thoughts of attaching doomsday plaque to wall. Council happy to proceed with tree, RD suggests we progress this initiative and ask Bill to secure the tree that he proposes and plant (as discussed) with some vine eyes and training wires affixed to the wall. RD

7. Allotments/ Village Hall - AP
· Allotments – water usage reported by Anglian water as high – meter read taken and sent to them. No leaks found.
